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What’s Cooking?

Fried Plantain
Godwin Agbara

This is a popular dish widely eaten in West 

Africa and Latin America. Plantain is an 

angular greenish fruit in the banana tree 

family.  However, it is not a banana and, 

indeed, the average plantain fruit is generally 

larger than banana.  Fried plantain is best 

when the fruit is ripe (yellow, just like ripe 

banana), and quite simple to make.  Plantains 

are sold in many of the local grocery stores but 

the freshest ones may be obtained at the 

Indian store on Maple Ave directly facing 

Beulah Road.

Recipe:

Slice ripe plantain into flat oblong pieces in a 

plate. Sprinkle salt lightly to taste and mix 

together to make sure all pieces are salted.

Preheat oil in a saucepan (we prefer olive oil, 

but may use any vegetable oil) to hot but do 

not overheat.

Using a long spoon/fork, drop the plantain 

slices individually into the saucepan of hot oil 

on the stove, with enough oil to cover the 

slices.  Do not overcrowd them.  When one 

side of each slice is golden brown, use the 

long spoon/fork to turn and allow the other side 

to brown as well.  Do not turn off the stove 

while frying but make sure not to burn the 

plantain slices.

Scoop off the cooked golden-brown slices from 

the oil and into a plate.  You are now to serve 

your delicious plantain dish.

You may eat alone or serve with rice, cooked 

vegetables, or even omelet.
